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African American History in Virginia City Receives Grant  
 

The Montana Heritage Commission (MHC) and Curator of Interpretation Dr. Bill Peterson have been awarded a 

$15,000 grant from the National Trust for Historic Preservation and the Ford Foundation to develop community 

wide interpretative information about African American history in the territorial west.  The project will focus on 

Sarah Bickford a former slave who owned a business and property in Virginia City starting in the late 1800s.   

Sarah Bickford is most known for managing and owning the town’s water company from 1888 to 1931.  

The project was selected as one of four exemplary projects from twenty applications from across the country.  The 

Review Committee was especially impressed by the MHC’s proposal to interpret the life of Sarah Bickford through 

a variety of methods, the strong team of scholars, and the Commission’s established successful partnership with the 

Washington State University.  The project team that includes Washington State University Ph.D. graduate student 

Laura Arata and History Professor Dr. Orlan Svingen will begin work in the summer of 2010. 

The Montana Heritage Commission preserves and manages the state-owned historic properties in Virginia City.

Tips for Contacting a Conservator 
 

 

1.  Write up a description of the object or document, including dimensions and history. 

 

2.  Photograph the entire object in an overall shot and take detailed shots of specific 
damaged areas. 

 

3.  Explain what you would like to be fixed or changed or explain how you would like it to 
look after conservation. 

 

4.  Ask the conservator for these things: 

A treatment proposal (this will describe the probable treatment method) 

A cost estimate 

Shipping instructions 

A date for when work will probably begin 

 

5.  Do not take your heirloom out of your museum or home in search of a conservator – use 
photographs and descriptions only. 

 

6.  Never send your heirloom out without a signed contract. 

 

7.  You may be able to insure your heirloom while it is out of your museum or home by using 
a “floater” or “rider”.

This 
past October approximately 225 people assembled in Great Falls to learn about the history and rich cultural heritage 
unique to North Central Montana. Conference sessions investigated a wide array of topics: Montana’s favorite 
Cowboy Artist Charlie Russell and his participation in the Pablo-Allard buffalo roundup, the role of women on the 
homestead and the Home Front, and the involvement of the Cree and Métis in the 1895 Montana Wildest West 
Show to name a few. Thursday’s workshops offered practical ideas and hand's-on experience for educators, 
preservationists, and interpreters.  And Saturday’s fieldtrips provided first-hand encounters with some of the region’s 
most significant historic sites—including the Lewis and Clark Medicine Springs, the First Peoples Buffalo Jump, Fort 
Benton, and a number of churches and other buildings related to Great Fall’s religious heritage.

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TIIP Grants Awarded  
Tourism Projects in Billings, Deer Lodge, Fort Bent on, Havre,  

Missoula and Wolf Point Awarded $289,767 in Facilit y Improvement Grants 

The Montana Department of Commerce Office of Tourism awarded of $289,767 from the Tourism Infrastructure 
Investment Program (TIIP) to projects in six Montana communities. Each project sponsor will use its grant funds to 
complete tourism-related facility improvements. 

 

· $66,667 – Hill County's Buffalo Jump Preservation Project at the Wahkpa Chu'gn Buffalo Jump Site in Havre. 

· $60,000 – River & Plains Society Inc. of Fort Benton reconstruction of the Bourgeois House at Old Fort Benton. 

· $50,000 – Wolf Point Area Historical Society's Museum Relocation Project. 

· $50,000 – Historical Museum at Fort Missoula replacement of a boiler at the historic Post Headquarters 
building in Missoula. 

· $34,100 –Powell County Museum & Arts Foundation's Milwaukee Railroad Exhibit & Museum in Deer Lodge. 

· $29,000 – Western Heritage Center's replacement of an old boiler and installation of humidity control 
equipment in Billings. 

The 2009 TIIP Grant Awards include: 
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A panel of Museum Association of Montana (MAM) board members presented a session entitled Big Sky 
Ideas: Innovative Ideas for Museums of All Sizes, at the 2009 Mountain-Plains Museums Association (MPMA) 
Conference in Cheyenne, Wyoming.  The Conference theme was New West Solutions in Old West Settings.  
The session, chaired by MAM board president, Bill Peterson, introduced museum projects at Museum of The 
Rockies, Museum of the Beartooths, and Western Heritage Center.  Pat Roath, Penny Redli and Kevin 
Kooistra-Manning, the respective panelists, are all MAM board members.   The panel explored three issues 
facing Montana museums; strategies for collections care on a limited budget (Pat), how museums can be 
vibrant and current in isolated communities (Penny), and Montana’s innovative “Indian Education for 
All”  initiative and its impact on museums (Kevin).   

 
The Mountain-Plains Museums Association (MPMA) was founded in 1953 and provides services to museums 
in a 10-state region, including Texas, New Mexico, North Dakota, and Montana.   Its central office is in 
Colorado.  Newsletters, networking opportunities and a discount purchasing cooperative program for 
collections care items are available to members.  MPMA advocates on behalf of museums and through the 
Council of Regional Associations (CRA).   

 

Bill Mercer, museum manager, Montana Historical Society, is presently serving on the MPMA Board, while 
L.J. Richards, consultant exhibits & public/private collections care of Missoula is the MPMA state 
representative for Montana.   Robyn G. Peterson, executive director, Yellowstone Art Museum, is with the 
Affinity group, ArtCom.  Pat Roath, registrar at Museum of the Rockies, serves on the MPMA Registrars
